Sunday, November 23  

painful. Moreover, when we look at 

the checkbook, we can be better as-

sured that the budget more accu-

rately reflects our principles.  

Finally, essential to my theology 

of money is the idea that we give out 

of our abundance, not out of our 

scarcity. This frees me from the fear 

of not having enough. As I support 

the institutions that support my own 

spiritual journey, I come to realize 

with St. Frances that it is in giving I 

receive. 

Every Sunday at every service we 

conduct the ritual called the Offer-

tory and we usually do it while 

lovely and joyful music is played. 

We donôt have to do that. We could 

ask you to leave a check at the door 

or send it in later. But we do the rit-

ual as a reminder of the amazing 

abundance with which we have been 

blessed and of the joy with which we 

share that blessing to sustain our 

spiritual home. Week after week we 

are reminded that giving is not an 

unpleasant duty; it is one of our most 

significant social actions. When we 

give to the church, we give to one 

another and to those neighbors who 

need our support. When we let go of 

our assumptions about scarcity, 

about the fear that the future will 

have nothing for us, we find that 

generosity feels good, feels right, 

and takes us along on our journey 

where we want to go.

Itôs usually around the end of the 

year that we become conscious of 

the way money governs our lives. 

We do budgets at home and at work. 

We decide which good cause will 

benefit from our generosity. And, 

somehow, in the midst of the great 

affluence around us, we become 

more aware than usual of what we 

canôt afford. If the way we spend our 

lives is in some ways a function of 

our understanding of our faith, our 

theology, then the same would be 

true of the way we spend our money. 

We need, therefore, to develop 

a theology of money if we are 

to take our use of money seri-

ously.  

My theology of money is 

relatively simple. Money is 

morally neutral. It has extrinsic 

value; not intrinsic value; that 

is to say, it is a means to an 

end, not the end itself. 

But it is an essential means.  

We do have responsibilities 

that require money to meet. We 

have to pay the mortgage or the rent; 

we have to provide for our children 

and, in some cases, for our parents. 

These things all matter. When I take 

a close look at my personal spending 

habits, I can begin to understand my 

own priorities. How much do I spend 

on my children and grandchildren, 

on food and clothing, on entertain-

ment, on charitable contributions, on 

pledge payments to two churches? I 

like to be generous, but I also like to 

go out for dinner and play golf and 

go to the beach. Itôs important for me 

to regularly take stock of my check-

book and make sure that it is in har-

mony with my principles. 

Another concept that is central to 

my theology of money is that one 

never gives money away. We give to 

sustain that which sustains us. Giv-

ing to the church is that. If we can 

abandon the idea that giving to the 

church is giving money away and 

surrender to the idea that it is giving 

of myself to build up and sustain my 

spiritual home, then giving isnôt 

òFor where your treasure is,  

there your heart will be also.ó 

Matthew 6:21 is the theme for the 

2008 fall stewardship campaign at 

St. Andrewôs. Whether our treasure 

is our money, time, energy or talents, 

where we spend it will determine 

where our hearts are. 

The website of the Episcopal 

Diocese of Washington says that 

stewardship ñis our response to 

Godôs unconditional love and to the 

gifts of salvation through Jesus 

Christ and grace through the Holy 

Spirit.ò What better place could there 

be to direct our hearts than to Godôs 

bountiful love and grace? 

The Stewardship Commission 

this year hopes to enlarge our under-

standing of stewardship beyond 

fundraising. At this time of year, we 

all expect to hear about the financial 

needs of St. Andrewôs, and this year 

is no exception. But we hope to en-

courage you to think about giving 

primarily as a way to grow closer to 

God.  

The central point is not that St. 

Andrewôs needs moneyðalthough 

of course money keeps the doors 

open and helps make our ministry 

possibleðbut that we need more 

people to express their commitment 

to Christ through Christôs ministry at 

St. Andrewôs. Giving from our abun-

dance will lead to our spiritual 

Continued on back cover.

In 1976 he was ap-

pointed Executive for World Mission 

for the Episcopal Church USA. 

Canon Van Culin served as Secre-

tary General of the Anglican Consul-

tative Council, the second highest 

office in the Anglican Communion, 

from 1983 until 1994 and was Secre-

tary to the Lambeth Conference in 

1988. In addition to many other hon-

ors, he is a Canon of Canterbury Ca-

thedral, England, Saint George's Ca-

thedral, Jerusalem and the Washing-

ton National Cathedral.
